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Cut a piece of silver mylar 
tubing and fray the back end 
(for the tail).

Remove the cord inside the 
mylar tubing, insert the rattle, 
and wind the thread to the eye 
of the hook.

Use thick glue to form the head. Drip thick head cement between 
the eyes, top and bottom, to 
finish the Rattling Minnow’s 
head.

Use long nose pliers to bend 
back the hook 10–20 degrees.

Start the thread at the eye and 
wind it down to the bend in the 
hook.

Technique for Rattling Minnow.  
Designed for murky water conditions, the Rat-
tling Minnow alerts the fish when visibility is 
low. Fish the Rattling Minnow near the bottom 
with a steady jerk, jerk, jerk retrieve.

Turn the hook over in the vise and 
tie on the white bucktail for the 
body. 

Tie off and cut the thread.

Tie off the front end of the mylar 
tubing. Tie on and trim the red 
flash for the gills (optional).

Add the glue-on eyes.

Tie on the Peacock Herl.
